
















This is an up-close look at the desolate post-industrial landscape 
and at the tangled human webs being spun now that millions of 
east Europeans can come west in the newly expanded EU. Young 
Irishwoman Molly (McKinley) arrives in small town Poland to find 
the man, with whom she had a one night stand back in Ireland, to 
tell him that she is pregnant. But her search turns into a journey of 
spiritual self-discovery. An intelligent and moving film.

A sixty-something woman, faced with the discovery of a heinous 
family crime and in the early stages of Alzheimer’s disease, 
finds strength and purpose when she enrols in a poetry class. 
Beautiful and moving, Poetry is a quietly haunting meditation on 
death and life that combines lovely cinematic craft, a memorable 
central performance and prodigious emotional depth.

A brilliant drama about the dilemma of a married couple who 
may be about to separate. Simin wants to get out of the country, 
but husband Nader refuses to leave his seriously ailing father. 
The story is underscored by the moral anguish of the couple’s 
11-year-old daughter, Termeh a girl wiser than her years who 
sees too clearly the catastrophe her parents are heading towards. 
This is not to be missed!

Aaron, a respectable butcher in Jerusalem’s ultra-orthodox 
Jewish community, is a loyal husband and dedicated father of 
four. The arrival of Ezri, a nomadic young student turns his world 
upside down. Ezri assists Aaron with his business but it is not 
long before the pair realise that their relationship is much more 
than simply master and apprentice. Aaron starts to neglect his 
family and community life, swept away by his lustful love. His 
forbidden affair must be kept hidden at all costs but soon guilt, 
torment and pressure from the community catch up. Don’t miss 
this excellent film.
